The funds raised are to form part of the Somerset Community Foundation’s Endowment Fund and include a contribution from the Grassroots Grants scheme. The endowment fund is carefully invested by the Foundation to ensure generate a regular source of local grants for local causes.
Heather Saxton told us "I am pleased that we have supported the Somerset Community Foundation as my chosen charity in my captaincy year. I have seen for myself how much local groups in Somerset have benefitted from their work and I know all the Ladies at Enmore will be happy to know that their generosity will be used to help local, disadvantaged and isolated people"

Thanks to the support of local people the Foundation has been busy supporting local groups in the area over the past year including 

· £1,000 to the Hamp Go Getters Lunch Club for the elderly in Bridgwater

· £3,404 to the One:One cafe for young people in North Petherton

· £2,341 to the Sedgemoor Life Saving Club 

The Foundation also recently pioneered the Surviving Winter campaign across the county raising over £60,000 to help the most vulnerable and isolated elderly through the winter.

Justin Sargent, Director of the Foundation added “The support we give to local charities and voluntary groups is needed now more than ever. Only they can reach the most vulnerable and disadvantaged amongst us in these difficult times. Without the fantastic support of people like Heather and the Enmore’s lady golfers we would not be able to help. Local communities will benefit for years to come from their efforts. It is simply a gift that will keep on giving.”
