


I was elected Chairman of the Somerset 

Community Foundation when it was established 

six years ago and am delighted to report that 

2007/2008 has seen us give more grants to a 

wider range of local projects than ever before.

In this report we highlight six projects which 

illustrate the broad impact of the Foundation 

throughout Somerset.  We have been able 

to give financial support to hundreds of local 

charities, voluntary organisations and community 

groups, who are assisted in their work by many 

volunteers. Their efforts strengthen local community life and tackle issues of 

disadvantage in towns and villages throughout our County.

Our work with donors also continues and during 2007/08 four new Named Funds 

were created in our Endowment Fund, including the Impey UK Trust Fund and the 

West Somerset Relief Fund. Their donations will be carefully invested to ensure a 

long-term supply of local grants, not just for today but for generations to come.

To give a boost to our efforts to build an Endowment Fund for Somerset, we have 

been awarded the contract to manage the Government-funded Grassroots Grants 

programme in Somerset. This means we have a unique opportunity to match 

new donations from individuals and businesses. We have until April 2011 to raise 

£1.02m, which will be matched with an additional £510,000 from the Government.   

There are many ways in which you can help us achieve this target which are 

outlined in our pamphlet “Local giving for local needs” and on our website.   

However, one example which I believe will have broad appeal is to become a 

Somerset Ambassador.  As an Ambassador your annual contribution of £100 could 

be worth over £190 with Gift Aid and the match funding. I also hope that many 

local businesses may be interested in joining our Somerset Guardian scheme. 

A message from the Chairman
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In 2007/08 we distributed £380,284 in grants to 107 local groups and 10 

individuals and I feel we are better equipped than ever to become the long term, 

independent supporter of local communities across Somerset. In closing, I would 

like to thank my fellow trustees and the Foundation’s staff for their hard work and 

enthusiasm throughout the year.

About Us
The Somerset Community Foundation, formed 

in 2002, has distributed grants worth almost 

£2 million to over 400 local community-based 

projects across Somerset. 

  

Working with funders and private donors, we 

direct grants to a wide range of local charities and 

community groups reaching those most in need 

and helping to build stronger communities.  

We are also building an Endowment Fund to 

provide long-term support to the county’s voluntary sector. In 2006 we established 

a new charity, SCF Endowment, to oversee the investment and management of the 

Endowment Fund.

We are part of a national network of Community Foundations, charities dedicated 

to strengthening local communities, creating opportunities and tackling issues 

of disadvantage and exclusion. There are approximately 60 Foundations now 

established across the country covering about 90% of the UK population.  

In 2007 we were awarded the Community Foundation Network Quality 

Accreditation which is endorsed by the Charity Commission.
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PEACE

£960 Millfield Student Community Fund grant

In 2007 the Millfield Student Charity Committee approached us to see if we could 

help them reach smaller community organisations close to their school. After 

discussing local funding needs with them, they chose to focus on projects helping 

vulnerable adults.

One of the groups they supported is PEACE (Personal Education and Creative 

Experiences). They meet weekly in Pilton to support adults who have become 

disabled during their working life.  The 2001 Census indicates that as many as one 

in three households in Somerset have someone with long-term illness, so there is a 

pressing need for local self-help groups like PEACE. 

Our grant was used to fund an arts project which was aimed at helping individuals 

cope with their illness, and develop new skills and confidence. 

Bridgwater Women’s Aid 

£3,455 Local Network Fund grant

Domestic violence – whether it’s physical, emotional, sexual or financial, affects 

many more women and children (and occasionally men) than most people realise. 

Women’s Refuges, such as the one run by Bridgwater Women’s Aid, provide a safe 

haven for those most affected, thus playing a vital role in the process of healing, 

recovery and moving on.

Children are usually affected as much as the parent who has been abused, they 

are frequently confused and incapable of understanding the situation and are 

therefore often unable to express themselves in the same or similar way that an 

adult may be able to.

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Bishops Hull Youth Group

£1,055 Local Network Fund grant

Bishops Hull is like many other parts of Somerset, an area where some the most 

deprived families live alongside some of the most affluent. Although only 2 miles 

from the centre of Taunton, the Bishops Hull Parish Plan (2005) identified the 

urgent need for a local youth group for local 13 to 16 year olds, particularly those 

unable to access facilities elsewhere in the town. With the help of local donations, 

an initial group of volunteers rose to meet this challenge. 

From the start they were very successful, attracting around 70 members. After 

consulting their members about what they would like the youth group to offer 

them, they submitted an application to us for a Local Network Fund grant to 

expand their range of activities and extend their reach to other age groups. 

Our grant has ensured that this community-led group has built on its early  

success to become more sustainable with more children and more local  

volunteers attending than ever before. 

Timberscombe Turtles 

£2,000 Local Network Fund grant 

Young families in rural areas face incredible challenges to give their children 

the same opportunities as families in less remote areas. In small villages, local 

organisations play a vitally important role. The Timberscombe Turtles pre-school 

on Exmoor is just one such group.

The village of Timberscombe has only 400 residents. There are a number of young 

families, some in social housing, who rely on the local pre-school. Without it some 

of the local children, particularly those from the most disadvantaged backgrounds, 

would miss out on vitally important ‘early years’ learning. 

Our grant ensured that the group was able to get back on its feet after a difficult 

time, and they have been working towards a more sustainable future. 
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Mendip All Drummers 

£1,000 Somerset Giving Fund

Mendip All Drummers use drumming, dance and song to increase people’s 

confidence and self-esteem, and help to strengthen communities. They have 

been extremely successful in reaching and involving people who have suffered 

bereavement, experienced domestic violence, are recovering from addictions or 

are otherwise marginalised. People who may not be ready to engage with more 

formal ‘adult education’ courses have used the group as a stepping stone  

towards a better quality of life. 

The group itself is highly diverse; someone who has been homeless and 

unemployed for many years may find themselves sitting next to someone running 

a business. Our grant enabled them to engage a tutor for 16 weeks to meet the 

growing demand for drumming sessions.

In 2006, the WCS Pickford Trust transferred to our Endowment Fund 

after lying dormant for a number of years. It was originally set up to benefit 

the inhabitants of South Barrow, near Sparkford in South Somerset. The first grant 

from the fund for many years was awarded in 2008 to upgrade play facilities, 

particularly to provide facilities for 11-16 year olds in the village. A recent Parish 

Plan had identified the need for better facilities for this age group, but it was the 

young people themselves who were the driving force behind the project.
